In 1990 the Dutch government initiated the development of a national ecological network (NEN; in Dutch: Ecologische Hoofdstructuur, EHS), to be realised in 2018. Against this background, the Dutch Society for Landscape Ecology (WLO) decided to organise three symposia to discuss the concepts and knowledge relevant to the design and implementation of the NEN.

Landscape ecology in the Dutch context: nature, town and infrastructure is the result of these three symposia: on the natural landscape aspects of the NEN (2005), on urban ecology (2006), and on civil infrastructure (2007). Following these three themes in three different sections, this book covers most of the topics discussed at these symposia, and offers new contributions. 
The essay collection presents today’s state-of-the-art of landscape ecology, illustrating the impressive progress made in the last decades. It covers topics such as biodiversity and the NEN, ecohydrology, and ecological networks across Europe, as well as driving forces in urban ecology, public health, ‘infranature’ and leisure and accessibility.

Due to the high population pressure in The Netherlands, the country may function as a case study, exemplifying a region where urbanisation and human land use dominate, and where even nature is culture. Landscape ecology in the Dutch context shows a remarkable understanding of such a constructed landscape. It will serve as an inspiration for people in areas where conflicting claims are competing for the same sparse space. Its accessible language, illustrated by colourful maps, graphs and drawings, make the book highly informative and easy to digest.
